 The January issue of Imprimis features an adaptation of a speech made by Nathan 
Harden at Hillsdale College on September 20, 2012. Harden, a graduate of Yale in 2009, is 
the author of Sex and God at Yale: Porn, Political Correctness, and a Good Education Gone 
Bad. In his speech Harden describes “Sex Week,” an atrocious event hosted by Yale in the 
name of sex education. 

 Indisputably, the administrators of this prestigious school aim at corrupting the morals of 
their students. In one classroom a topless porn star demonstrates sadomasochism. On 
campus a porn movie showing a bound and beaten woman “teaches” students how to 
conduct themselves in their own relationships. A male porn producer is invited to judge a 
porn star look-alike contest. 

 Sadly, other schools are emulating Yale’s disgusting example. Among the institutions that 
host Sex Weeks are Brown, Duke, Harvard, and the Big Ten universities Northwestern, 
Wisconsin, and Illinois. The prophet Hosea laments the deplorable spiritual condition of his 
people Israel, a nation that has turned away from the Lord: “They consult a wooden idol and 
are answered by a stick of wood. A spirit of prostitution leads them astray; they are unfaithful 
to their God. They sacrifice on the mountaintops and burn offerings on the hills, under oak, 
poplar and terebinth, where the shade is pleasant. Therefore your daughters turn to 
prostitution and your daughters-in-law to adultery” (Hos. 4:12-13, NIV). That same “spirit of 
prostitution” now possesses the heart of our own people in the United States. 

 But parents, we do have an alternative. A Christian college education is expensive. No 
doubt about it. But an education at the feet of godless people is costly too. It may cost our 
children their faith.
